Upon successful completion of the Leave No Trace Trainer Course, each participant will become a qualified Leave 
No Trace Trainer. Those who complete the course are equipped to:  
 

• Understand, demonstrate, and teach minimum impact techniques; 
• Lead outdoor ethics discussions and help others explore their own personal outdoor ethic; and, 
• Conduct Leave No Trace Awareness Workshops. 

 
Location:  Heard Scout Pueblo, 1901 East Dobbins Road (20th Street, one mile south of Baseline Road) in 
Phoenix. 
 
Time:  7:00 pm, Friday, March 26, 2010, through 8:00 pm, Saturday, March 27, 2010.   
Participants must complete all 16 hours of the training to graduate from this course. 
 
Cost:  $35.00.  This covers all food and course materials.  
 

What to Bring:  garden trowel, water bottle, mug for hot drinks, notebook/pen, camping 
gear (tent, sleeping bag and pad), and clothing appropriate for the weather including
