If you don’t know what the Gold Program is . . Ask!

This year we want to get out the word that every unit, with a little effort, can get a direct benefit
from holding a simple FOS campaign. A Gold Program unit gets discounts on Award
purchases, Day and Summer Camp registrations, and free Eagle Scout Award kits (see
below).
